Subject: Letter of Intent to Enter Into Water Service Agreement with North Weld County Water District - Under
Allocated Commercial User

(“Customer”) currently receives water service from the North Weld County Water District (the “District”)

to the property legally described in Exhibit 1 (the “Property”). Water service is currently provided per the following:

[Allocation Summary]

Customer is under allocated at the Meter(s) and desires to negotiate a Water Service Agreement (“WSA”) with the District which
will allow the Customer to dedicate additional units of water to reach “Full Water Allocation” and/or additional plant investment
units to achieve “Full Pl Allocation” (and collectively, “Full Allocation”). Customer and the District are entering into this Letter of
Intent (the “LOI") which sets forth the process-to achieve Full Allocation. Customer’s “Current Allocation” means Customer’s
Current Allocation plus any water dedicated to the District pursuant to this Agreement during the term of this Agreement and any
PI Credits purchased and paid for pursuant to this Agreement during the term of this Agreement prior to achieving the Final
Allocation.

By signing this LOI, the District and Customer agree to the following:

1. Within ten (10) days of Customer’s signature on this LOI, Customer will submit a Water Tap Request Application to the
District to initiate the development review process for the Meter(s). The Water Tap Request Application is attached as
Exhibit 2. The development review process is described in the attached Exhibit 3. The parties acknowledge that the
use of a Water Tap Request Application does not indicate or imply that Customer requires a new water tap but rather is

a convenient mechanism to provide the information required for the development review process.
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2. The District will review Customer’s Water Tap Request Application. Based on the information provided in the application,
the District’s review may include, but will not be limited to, engineering review, field inspections, fire flow analysis,
hydraulic modeling, identification of offsite infrastructure improvement needs, preliminary pipe sizing, and/or developing
a preliminary line extension layout and fee estimate. If offsite infrastructure or a line extension is deemed necessary to
serve the Property, Customer may be required to submit to the District for further plan review or design approval. The
Design Criteria and Standards (Including Standard Specifications and Standard Details) Potable Water Distribution

System, attached as Exhibit 4 will apply.

3. Subject to acceptable terms, the Customer will enter into a WSA with the District. The WSA will include the following

provisions:

a. Customer agrees to pay all water usage rates. The District’s current usage rates and fees are shown in the
2025 Fee Schedule attached as Exhibit 5. The WSA will be subject to the District’s applicable rates, fees,
and surcharges, which can be adjusted by the District on an annual basis or at the discretion of the District.

b. The District will credit all surcharges paid by the Customer (including both plant investment and water
allocation surcharges) from the date of execution of this LOI to the execution of the WSA to be used as fees
for any cash in lieu and/or plant investment capacity credit applicable under the WSA. If the Customer does
not enter into a WSA within the later of (i) one year, from the execution of this LOI or (ii) 90 days from the
completion of the development review process, then this provision is void and no credits will be issued for
surcharges paid during this period.

c. The District will credit fifty percent (50%) of all Plant Investment surcharges paid by the Customer from
December 14, 2020 to the date of the execution of this LOI to be used as fees for plant investment capacity
credits applicable under the WSA. If the Customer does not enter into a WSA within the later of (i) one year
from the execution of this LOI or (ii) 90 days from the completion of the development review process, then this
provision is void and no credits will be issued for surcharges paid during this period.

d. The WSA will set a maximum allowable annual water usage, capacity, and instantaneous flow rate for the

Meter(s) (“Restricted Usage”). This Restricted Usage will be determined through the development review
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process and will include an analysis of whether additional infrastructure will be needed to meet the Restricted
Usage.

e. To the extent that additional infrastructure is needed as determined through the development review process,
Customer will grant any and all necessary Easement and Rights-of-Way Agreements for any such additional
infrastructure, subject to protection and preservation of Customer’s surface use and existing easements and
rights-of-way. Providing water service to the Property up to the Restricted Usage level is contingent upon
execution and recording of any necessary Easement and Right-of-Way Agreements.

f.  The Customer will have ten (10) years from the date of the WSA to achieve Full Allocation up to the restricted
usage or agreed upon increase from the development review process and added infrastructure requirements
as determined in the development review process provided, however, that the Customer may request that the
WSA have a term of up to 15 years subject to presentation by the Customer to the District of information
sufficient to demonstrate the basis for a term in excess of ten years. The District has the right to make this
decision in its reasonable discretion.

g. Full Allocation can be achieved as follows:

(i) Full Water Allocation —

1. Customer’s Current Water Allocation is __ for Meter No ____. Through the development
review process, the District will determine the Full Water Allocation for the Meter(s).
Customer must then acquire and dedicate the difference between its Current Water
Allocation and Full Water Allocation within 10 years from the date of the WSA (“Additional
Water Allocation”) as further set forth in Section 3(g)(i)(5) below.

2. To the extent that the development review process determines that an upgrade to the
Meter(s) is necessary, Customer agrees to pay the costs associated with such an upgrade.
The District’'s water tap options are shown in Table No. 1 in the attached Exhibit 6. The WSA
will provide the terms applicable to the timing of the Meter setting and required fees.

3. To the extent that the development review process determines that Customer must obtain a
new tap, Customer agrees to pay the costs associated with such tap. The District’s current
tap fees are shown in Table No. 2 included in Exhibit 6. Any and all applicable fees will be

determined through the development review process and incorporated into the WSA.
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4. Customer agrees to dedicate half of the Additional Water Allocation to the District within 10
years from the date of the WSA. This dedication must be made in accordance with the
District's Amended and Restated Water Dedication Policy, attached as Exhibit 7, and which
may be amended from time to time.

5. Through the development review process, Customer and the District will set a schedule for
dedication of the Additional Water Allocation (the “Scheduled Allocation”). Customer
acknowledges and agrees that it will be required to dedicate a portion of the Additional
Water Allocation before being entitled to acquire water units through the cash in lieu
process described below. For example only, this may look like a requirement that the
Customer dedicate 2 units of Additional Water Allocation in year one of the WSA, purchase
2 units of Additional Water Allocation through cash in lieu in year two of the WSA, and

repeating until Full Water Allocation is achieved.

6. The parties recognize the benefits of providing dedicated water as a priority, while also
recognizing the need to balance Water Units and Pl Units. As a result, Customer can
provide dedicated water in excess of the balance of Pl Units for the first two years of the
WSA, with the commitment to balance total Water Units and PI Units within four years of the
effective date of the WSA.

7. Customer shall have the right to dedicate the Additional Water Allocation, in whole or in
part, at any time during the term of this Agreement. Such dedications shall be in addition to
the Scheduled Allocations until such time that the Additional Water Allocation is made in full.
However, Customer shall match Pl contributions to dedicated water on or before the fourth
anniversary of the WSA.

8. If Customer does not dedicate all of the Scheduled Allocation in the first year of the WSA,
the District agrees to allow Customer to acquire the remaining half of the Additional Water
Allocation through a cash in lieu payment. If Customer decides to acquire up to half of the
Additional Water Allocation through the cash in lieu payment, Customer agrees to pay to the
District the cash in lieu payment as determined through the development review process

starting in the second year of the WSA. Customer acknowledges that all cash in lieu
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payments will be subject to interest reflecting the District's actual cost of funds for the given
calendar year as determined by an independent third-party consultant and any reasonable
third party fees associated with the District’'s purchase of additional water units necessary to
achieve Full Water Allocation. The cash-in-lieu payment will be amortized over the term of
the WSA consistent with standard accounting practices.

Customer’s cash in lieu payments will be placed by the District in an escrow account, and
used to purchase additional water to allocate to the Meter(s). The District cannot guarantee
timing of acquisitions. Only after water is acquired will water allocation be increased.
Customer may identify water available for acquisition. The District shall have the right to
conduct due diligence review on any water proposed by the Customer, and the District will
determine, in its sole discretion, whether that water is suitable for acquisition. If the water is
suitable, the District will release funds from the escrow account to be used for the
acquisition of water identified by the Customer. If the District fails to use the escrow
agreement funds to purchase water with the cash-in-lieu funds placed into escrow, those
cash-in-lieu funds will be returned to the Customer.at termination of the WSA.

So long as Customer is in compliance with its WSA and all District policies and guidelines,
the District will continue to supply Customer up to the Restricted Usage level subject to the
District’s ability to do so given its current water resources.

Effective November 1, 2015, the District no longer accepts water transfers. Therefore, all
water units necessary to achieving Full Water Allocation must be either dedicated or
purchased through the cash in lieu payment.

So long as Customer is in compliance with its WSA and all District policies and guidelines,
and is not receiving any water service above the Restricted Usage, the District will not
charge Customer any Tier 1 water allocation surcharges.

Customer agrees to pay all Tier 2 water allocation surcharges for any service received over
the Restricted Usage. Surcharge fees are assessed as a penalty and deterrent for over
usage by Customer not as any credit for future service or allocation.

If Customer applies for a land division of the Property, any such water service will be managed

through a separate letter of intent and may require an amendment to the WSA. In the event
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Customer fails to dedicate water to reach Full Water Allocation prior to a County or local
authority approving a land division, the sole recourse of any future owners of the divided

Property shall be against Customer.

(i) Full Plant Investment Allocation -

1.

Customer’s Current Pl Allocation is __for Meter No ____. The District acknowledges that
Customer holds [insert number] amount of additional plant investment credits. Therefore,
Customer’s effective Current Pl Allocation for purposes of the WSA will be [two numbers
added together]. Through the development review process, the District will determine the
Full PI Allocation for the Meter(s). Customer must then acquire the difference between its
Current Pl Allocation and Full PI Allocation within 10 years from the date of the WSA
(“Additional PI Allocation”).

While the District will hold the Additional PI Allocation for Customer, Customer agrees to
pay to the District [annual plant investment fee] annually, with the first fee due prior to
execution of the WSA. The annual plant investment fee will be determined through the
development review process. Customer acknowledges that all plant investment payments
will be subject to interest reflecting the District's actual cost of funds for the given calendar
year as determined by an independent third-party consultant. The plant investment payment
will be amortized over the term of the WSA consistent with standard accounting practices.
Customer understands that it may be required to construct additional infrastructure to
achieve Full PI Allocation. This will be determined through the development review
process. Customer agrees that it will pay any and all amounts necessary to achieve Full Pl
Allocation as set out in the development review process. Final approval of additional
capacity and flow rate required to meet usage requests above the restricted usage is at the
District’s discretion and costs associated with required infrastructure improvements are
Customer obligations.

So long as Customer is in compliance with its WSA and all District policies and guidelines,

the District will hold capacity for Customer up to the Restricted Usage level.
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5. Solong as Customer is in compliance with its WSA and all District policies and guidelines,
and is not receiving any water service above the Restricted Usage, the District will not
charge Customer any plant investment surcharges.

6. Customer agrees to pay all plant investment surcharges for any service received over the
Restricted Usage. Surcharge fees are assessed as a penalty and deterrent for over usage
by Customer not as any credit for future service or allocation.

h.  The WSA will require Customer to bring its flows for water and plant investment usage to match within four
years of execution of the WSA, as set forth in Section 3(g)(i)(6) above. Customer is then required to maintain
matching capacity and flows for water and plant investment during the term of the WSA.

i.  Customer may pay the entire WSA contractual obligation at any time with no pre-payment penalty.

j. If Customer terminates the WSA before it achieves Full Allocation, Customer and the District will enter into an
amendment to the WSA that limits the District’s obligation to provide service to the Meter(s) to the allocation
existing at the time of termination (“Termination Allocation”). At termination, the District will no longer hold any
additional capacity for Customer. Customer will be subject to all applicable District surcharges set forth in its
policies based on the Customer’s Termination Allocation. The District will not be required to provide any
service to Customer above the Termination Allocation.

k. If Customer terminates the WSA before it achieves Full Allocation, Customer will not receive any credit for
50% of plant investment surcharges previously paid as set forth in Sections 3(c) and 3(g)(ii)(1) above, or any
credit for surcharges allocated as fees as set forth in Section 3(b) above. Therefore, any previously applied
credits in accordance with these sections will be subtracted from the Termination Allocation at the Meter(s).

. If Customer decides to stop receiving service at the Meter(s), it can pay the base fee and comply with the
minimum usage as per any existing policy.

m. During the term of the WSA, the District cannot guarantee water availability above Customer’s Current

Allocation.

4. Customer shall have the right to convey the Meter and all associated Water Units and PI Units to a party that purchases
or otherwise takes title to the Property. The Customer or its assignee shall have the right to revise the use of the Meter
to reflect the proposed use of the Property subject to the development review process. Approval of the revised use shall

not be unreasonably withheld. The value of the Meter, including the Customer’s investment in Water Units and PI Units,
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shall accrue to the Customer.

The Customer may in the future request a variance from any District policy.

If Customer has not obtained a WSA from the District within the later of one (1) year of the date of its execution of this
LOI or 90 days following completion of the development review process, this LOI will terminate and no longer have any

force or effect.

If this LOI terminates due to the failure to obtain a WSA, the District will only be required to supply water to the Meter(s)
at the Current Allocation. Any supply above the Current Allocation will be at the District's discretion and subject to

payment of all rates/fees/surcharges/etc., set forth in the current District policies.

This LOI cannot be transferred to any other party without the express permission of the District.

This LOI and the WSA are entered into pursuant to the District's current policies and procedures. During the development
review process and once a WSA is executed, Customer will be subject to all applicable District policies and procedures
as they may be amended. The District acknowledges and agrees that Customers who enter into an LOI and subsequent
WSA/amended WSA will be provided with service subject to the terms of those agreements. The District acknowledges
and agrees that both the LOI and a subsequent WSA/amended WSA are binding contracts. However, all Customers
who enter into an LOI and subsequent WSA/amended WSA acknowledge and agree that neither of these documents
limit the District’s legislative power to change/add/delete District policies. Unless specifically addressed in this LOI, all

District policies, including the following policies, continue to apply to Customer:

subcontractors, officers, agents or employees, in connection with this LOI and any resulting WSA. In the event Customer fails
to assume the defense of any Claims required in this paragraph within fifteen (15) days after notice from the District of the
existence of such Claim, the District may assume the defense of the Claim with counsel of its own selection, and Customer will
pay all reasonable expenses of such counsel.

The Plant Investment Fee is a one-time contribution per single-family equivalent unit (the “EQR”)
required of new Property Owners (or existing Property Owners requesting a change of use) to be used
for capital investment in regional facilities and capital investment in transmission facilities. Regional
and transmission facilities shall include, but are not limited to, transmission and distribution water
pipelines and appurtenances, water treatment facility, water storage tanks, transmission, mechanical
and electrical components, and instrumentation and control components constructed, installed,
acquired, or planned by the District for its public water system.

Fees for the following tap sizes will be calculated at the stated equivalent unit values multiplied by the
Plant Investment Fee amount stated above:

¥4 Size 1EQR

17 Size 2 EQR

1'4” Size 16 EQR

2” Size 20 EQR

Larger than 2” Size As Determined by District

DISTANCE FEE AKA MILEAGE CHARGE $500.00 per mile with minimum
charge of $1,500.00

The Distance Fee is calculated along County roads starting at the main tank site which is located at
Highway 257 and Highway 14. This is for the line extension.

METER INSTALLATION FEE WITHOUT EXISTING CURB STOP Current Cost to District

Plant Investment Surcharge is assessed when an account’s year to date usage exceeds the plant investment
allocation, which equals the plant investment class (as shown on the monthly bill) x 70% of one acre foot.

RESOLUTION
OF THE BOARD OF DIRECTORS OF
NORTH WELD COUNTY WATER DISTRICT

ADOPTING A SECOND AMENDMENT TO AMENDED AND RESTATED WATER
DEDICATION POLICY

WHEREAS, on July 13, 2020, North Weld County Water District (the “District”’) adopted
Resolution No. 20200713-01, A Resolution Adopting an Amended and Restated Water Dedication
Policy (the “Original Resolution”), which adopted the North Weld County Water District
Amended and Restated Water Dedication Policy (“Policy”); and

WHEREAS, on August 10, 2020, the District adopted Resolution No. 20200810-01,
Resolution Amending Amended and Restated Water Dedication Policy (the “First Amendment”),
which amended the Policy; and

WHEREAS, under the Original Resolution the District expressly reserved the right to
amend the Policy in whole or in part, from time to time, in order to further the purpose of carrying
on the business, objects and affairs of the District; and

WHEREAS, the District has reviewed the water dedications from non-residential or
wholesale water meter users (“Commercial Customer”) and determined that several Commercial
Customers within the District expanded their water usage subsequent to their initial dedications of
water to the District without undergoing additional development review and dedication of
additional water resources to the District; and

WHEREAS, the District has adopted various policies aimed at reducing demand on the
Districts water distribution system and water resources; and

WHEREAS, the Board of Directors of the District (the “Board”) has determined that it is
necessary and in the best interest of the District to amend the Policy to implement requirements
for additional dedication of water resources by Commercial Customers who are determined by the
District to have not previously dedicated water sufficient to meet their actual usage.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED BY THE BOARD OF DIRECTORS OF THE
DISTRICT AS FOLLOWS:
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1. Pursuant to the findings set forth above, the Board hereby amends the Policy to add
the following Section 111 to the Policy entitled Under Dedicated Commercial User Dedication
Requirements (underlined text to be added):

Il. Under Dedicated Commercial Customer Dedication Requirements

Non-residential or wholesale water meter users (“Commercial Customers’) determined by
the District to have not previously dedicated water resources sufficient to meet their current
usage (“Under Dedicated Commercial Users”) shall be allowed to dedicate additional water
resources to the District in an amount equal to the difference between the amount of water
resources already dedicated to the District and fifty percent (50%) of the Commercial
Customer’s “Calculated Maximum Annual Volume” (defined below).

Calculated Maximum Annual VVolume is calculated as the most recent five (5) year average
of the Commercial Customer’s maximum annual usage, minus ten percent (10%).

In general, a Commercial Meter is classified as a water tap with an allocation of more than
four (4) acre-feet of water.

2. The entire Policy, as amended by this Resolution, is attached hereto and incorporated
herein as Exhibit A.

This Resolution and the amendment to the Policy shall be effective immediately. Except
as specifically amended hereby, all the terms and provisions of the Policy shall remain in
full force and effect.
